The kids hadn’t seen their things for two months, so 
they were overjoyed to sit in their rooms and play 
for hours on end! We have slowly been purchasing 
things we need for the house. We bought our couch 
last week and it came occupied with a mouse fam-
ily so we have been trying to get rid of them ever 
since! The house also comes with two extra rooms 
for us to house small teams or visitors, we are making 
plans to fill them up with bunk beds. BTW have you 
scheduled your trip yet? Nevertheless, we are finally 
in our home and we could not be happier! 
 
Our ministry activity is already starting to pick up. 
We were able to go up to Santiago and work with 
G.O. Ministries to repair a purification system that 
had some issues. Also, Bowin will be heading to Haiti 
with two other EDGE workers in December to contin-
ue work on well installs and to begin talks on estab-
lishing micro-businesses to create incomes for the 
locals. Our first team arrives at the end of December 
for some repair to systems previously installed. 

Our family is and will continue to be in the trenches 
of learning a new language. We are speaking it 
better, but understanding when it is spoken to us is 
still very difficult. Our most commonly used phrase 
is, “por favor, habla mas despacio, mi espanol es 
malo”- please speak more slowly, my spanish is bad!  
With that said, they smile real big and then repeat 
it at the same speed. If nothing else it buys us a little 
more time to try and process it! 
 
Month 2 has come and gone with many kinks, 
trouble getting into the house, a stomach issue and 
a root canal with Lindsey, but we are trucking along. 
God’s grace is evident everyday (todo los dias). 
We wake up to a beautiful view of the Dominican 
countryside everyday, our kids are making friends 
and feeling more and more like this is home, many 
of our new neighbors speak English which is great. 
We are thankful for so many things this Thanksgiving. 
Although we will not be gathered around the table 
with our family, we are there in spirit. Thank you all 
so much for your prayers and support. We could not 
be more grateful knowing that we are surrounded 
by such a great cloud of witnesses.
